There are five requirements for the reception of First Communion:

Submission of child’s Baptismal Certificate (not a birth certificate).

Reception of the Sacrament of First Reconciliation with a Catholic priest.

A child must know the difference between ordinary bread and extraordinary Eucharist.
Children must recognize that Holy Communion is not like regular food; they
must be able to distinguish the difference.

A child must believe that the Host is really and truly Jesus. He gives His Whole Self to us in

the Eucharist -- Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.

Children must believe that the Host is Jesus; they need not understand or
explain His Real Presence, but they must believe in it (so must wel)
